My. lord,

I have the honour to state the first meeting of the
Conference of Ambassadors on Egyptian affairs was held this
afternoon as I have already informed your Lordship in my
Telegram of this day's date.

After exhibtinr our fuil powers, which had been conveyed
to all, except myself, in a telegraphic form, we proceeded to
draw up a Memorandum to the Sublime porte. Notifying the
constitution of the Conference, and expressing at the same time
our regret at the non-participation of Turkey and the hope that
we might hereafter have the cooperation of ottoman
Government.

A copy of this document is subjoined.

I then took an opportunity of expressing to my colleagues
as the representative of one of the powers at whose invitation
they had joined in the conference, how sensible my government
was of the courtesy and consideration which had been exhibited

by the speedy and unanimous manner in wich their suggestion
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had been adopted. My French Colleage delivered himself in the
same sense.

We then entered into a mutual agreement to preserve the
strictest secrecy in references to our proceedings, which

presidency.

Yesterday the conference held its second sitting. As I have
already informed your lordship by-telegram.

Our first act was to sign the self-denying protocol. Copy of
which I inciose in accordance with the instructions contained in
your telegram of the 17®. Instant. Count Courti then informed us
that the Memorandum we had requested him to transmit to said
pasha had been acknowledged by his Excellency as having been
 received "a titre officieux”

"As the government of her majesty” I said " has, in
conjunction with that of France, taken a leading part in the
pourparlers which have resulted in the reunion at Constantinople
of the representatives of the six powers, for the purpose of
consulting together upon the Affairs Of Egypt, I May Be Peritted
To Call The Attention Of My Colleagues To The Principal
Features Of The Existing Situation. I shall do this very briefly,
more especially as the task of taking the initiative only devolves

upon me through my accidental seniority to my French
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colleagues, to whose powers of clear and lucid statement I would
far sooner it had been confided.

Happily, however, the facts with which we have to deal are
in themselves so eloguent, the exigencies which they involve
have been so unanimously recognized, and the appreciation of
them by our respective governments is so identical, that they can
be portrayed in a few sentences, nit is no exaggeration to say that
during he last few months absolute anarchy has reigned in Egypt.
We have seen a military faction, without even alleging those
pretences to legality with which such persons are want to cloak
their designs, proceed from violence to violence, until
insubordination has given place to mutiny, mutiny to revolt, and
revolt to a usurpation of the superme power. As a consequence
the administration of the country has been thrown into confusion,
the ordinary operations of the merchant have come to a
standstill, the fellahr cen,.no longer finding purchasers for their
produce, are unable to pay the land-tax, and the revenues of
Egypt are falling. This state of things has placed in extreme
jeopardy those commercial interest in which the subjects of all
the powers are so deeply concerned, not only so, but those
special engagements into wich Egypt have been repudiated, the
officers appointed to carry them into effect have been sxcluded
form the control they were authorized to exercise, and the system

which had begun to work so greatly to the advantage if the
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industrious cultivators of Egypt has been broken up and
overthrown.

"But these effects form only a portion of the deplorable
situation which has excited the anxiety of Europe. It is not
merely the public creditor who has suffered expensive damage.

The life and property of every individual European in the
country have become insecure.

Of this insecurity we have had a most melancholy and
convincing proof in the brutal massacre by an insolent mob od a
number of unoffending persone at Alexandria, and in the sudden
flight from Cairo and the interior (flight which implies loss to all
and ruin to many) of thousands of our respective citizens. It is
evident that such a condition of affairs requires a prompt and
energetic remedy.

It Is True We Have Been Told By The Representatives of
the ottoman Government that the crisis is past, that the disorder
has been suppressed, that as new Ministry has been formed, that
the authority of the Khedive is ib the ascendant and that the
Egyptian quesrion has almost ceased to exist. I can only describe
such a view of the case as an impudent and delusive falsification
of the the facts, and 1 took upon myself to communicate that
opinion to maid pasha in courteous, but in perfectly explicit,
terms the make-believe government which has been established

is the government of orabi pasha and of his fellow-rebels. The
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khedive is as powerless as ever in their hands, and the ottoman
Commissioner is as powerless as the khedive. Eervtsh pasha
himself has informed his government, as I know upon
indisputable authority, that the new regime is but another from of
successful revolt, that Arabi pasha continues master in Egypt:
and that neither he nor any one else without troops at their back
will be strong cnough to quell the usurper. Can the European
powers tolerate the continuance of such a state of affairs in a
province with which they have such important commercial.

Relation, where so many of their subjects reside, and whose
tranquility 1s so necessary to the general peace? England and
France certainty cannot, and the presence of our colleagues here
today Is a sufficient answer to the question, for the conference
has been convoked subsequently to the constitution of the
Ministry of comedy which now effects to regulate the affairs of
Egypt. jnasmuch, then as all acquiesce in recognizing the evil, it
only remains for us to consider the remedies to be applied,
Unfortunately, it seldom happens that a political rare of this kind
can be cured without resorting to expedients which in themselves
are frequently undesirable.

"Be that as it may, one thing is very obvious, that it is of the
utmost irnportance that Europe should be untined in her
counsels, and that we should strain every nerve to arrive at

common accord. I, upon my part, Jam authorized by my
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government to pay the greatest deference to the counsels and
opinions of my colleagues, and instruction which it will be a
pleasure to me to obey, as I am well aware of the respect which
is due to their ability and to their experience of affairs. Our task,
then, appears to me to divide ltself into two branches, the one of
a mos urgent, and practical character having regard to the
persent; the other which may be conducted in a more deliberate
manner and which eoncerns the future. The first would consist in
the immediate and authoritative re-establishment tn Egypt of a
normal and bona fide government, whleh has both the will and.
the power to observe existing international obligations, as well as
to. maintain order, and to secure the safety of the life and
property of the European residents; the second, in making such
provisions and taking such security for the future as will prevent
the recurrence of the lamentabre events which have occasioned
our presenell here today. it is obvious that we cannot come to a
conclusion on the first point a moment too soon. It is the
tendency of every rcbellious movement to aequire force and
consistency thc longer It Is permitted to remain unchecked. at
this moment the military faction Is morel formidablc than it was
a week 'ago, and a week hence tt may be more formidable still.
But in dependently of this considerstion, although most have
fled, many Europeans still remain both In Cairo and in the

remoter parts of the country, and the lives of these persons
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completely at the mercy of Arabi pasha and his associates. in fact
their security may be said in some part to dcpend upon the
promptness of our deeision and the wisdom of our counsels. At
this Early stage of our procedings it would be out of place to
trouble my colleagues with detaiis, or a premature exposition of
the modus operandi It may be desirable to replace the Egyptian
administration upon a staifactory footing the leading idea which
at present inspires of Brittsh government has a-reariy be en
submitted to and I believe, appeoved of by the powers. It is that
his magesty the sultan, whose position as sovereign of Egypt is
fully rceognized, should be invited to undertake under certain
well-defined and specified conditionc the indication of the
authority of his Representative by, such further effectual
methods as shall reduce to immediate.subjection the rebellious
faction which has usurped the supreme authority in Egypt
already the sultan has dispatched to Cairo, if not at the invitation
at all events with the approbation of the powers a high military
functionary armed with full power. The convince of restarting to
the 'sultan” s authoritative intervention has there fore been fully
recognized' It only remains to conider, whether its application in
a more forcible form would not be opportune and desirable.

M. De Noailles s followed with an expression of his
complete adherence to everything that had fallen from his

English colleague. He expatiated with great force upon the

Impossibility of Europe accepting the present situation as
satisfactory or as offering any guarantecs for future; and he
concluded by observing that we were met together, not for the
purpose if imposing the views and programme of the
governments we represented upon our colleagues, but 1n order to
confer and consult with them as to the best means of putting an
end to the esisting crisis. There mtght he many expedients
worthy of examination.

The best plan therefore of preceeding might perhaps be to
determine what courses were unacceptable, By this process of
exhaustive elimination we should arrive at a positive conclusion.

Baron calice observed that the conference had a right to
require, at the hands of his French and English colleagues, some
distinct and definite proposition, and that he hardly considered
that this had been made. Moreover, it might be a question
whether all the members of the conference took the same view of
the situation in Egypt as has been developed by the
representative of great Britain he, for one. was not in a assertion
to pronounce upon that part of the question. He had not had the
same facilities of procuring information as the governments who
had been the most actively engaged upon the spot at all events a
preliminary agreement upon the character of the actual condition

of Egypt would be desirable.
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M. de Mirsehfeldt associated himself with the view taken
by baron callcs.

Count corti said that he entirely accepted the picture of the
situation which had been presented to them by the british
ambassador. But he would observe that the affairs in Egypt were
in a very difficult and complicsted condition, that there were a
variety of forcse face to fac with one another, and that the
problem to be solved was most embarrassing me also thought
that it would be advisable that the Representatives of England
and france should submit a welldefind programme.

M. onou expressed himself as in the same position as baron
callce in regard to his imperfect knowledgc of what had actually
passed in Egypt, but it seemed to him that something very like a
proposition had been made by lord Dufferin at the conclusion of
his observations.

I replied that when the proper time arrived I should be out
prepared to enter into any details which might be desired by my
Austrian colleague, but that it was no good for me to elaborate a
plan of procedure at the very outset of the discussion, when I
was quite in a dark as to the views and feeling of the other
members of the conference.

That before coming to particulars, it was desirable to agres
upon a principal, and I had propounded a principle, namely, that

the means to be employed for the re-establish-ment of good
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government in Egypt should be a more forcible intervention on
the part of the sultan-but, though this was my opinion, other
members might suggest other alternatives. Some might perhaps
argue that a further trial should begiven to the mission of dervish
pasha. Or again the view might be taken that the continued
interference of the sultan was not desirable. and that it would be
preferable to resort to extraneous methods for the suppression of
the revolted element in Egypt. A contention might be even
started that ( as the foreign minister had argued ) the settlement
patched up by the four consuls was a satisfactory one, and that it
was no longer necessary for the conference to make any
suggestions at all. It appeared to me, therefore. That so far as the
enunciation of principals of action was concerned, I had
submitted one to the conference in terms that were both tangible
and precise. My Austrian colleague had further observed that t
was desirable we should ascertains whether our appreciation of
the actual situation was identical. I entirely coincided with him
in this view, and for this reason I had developed perhaps at too
great length the conception I had formed of the state or things on
Egypt, and I would now justify everything I had said by
informing the conference that I knew for certain that dervish
pasha had acknowledged in express terms the failure of his
mission, and his inability to rescue the khedive from the power

of the dominate military faction unless something like twenty-
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three battalions were sent to him and that he had stated after the
new ministry had been formed, that ot was the ministry of Arabi,
and that the khedive would remain as impotent as ever as long as
he had no troops at his back with which to establish his
authority.

The hour being late, the discuasion was then adjourned
until to-morrow, Thusday the 27 th.

The conclusion I draw from the foreging proceedings is that
none of my colleagues have as yet received any de-finite

instructions as to the line which they are to take.

My Lord.

On Tuesday, the 27rh the conference met for the third time,
the proceeding began by my communicating to my colleagues
Mr. Cartwright telegrams of the 26th, announcing the massacre
at benha. and exemplifying the intolerable tyranny of the military
element and the general financial ruin which the country was
threatened. The circumstances thus recorded made a very painful
impression upon my colleagues, and the frenoh Ambassador
took the lead in insisting with great vigour upon the necessity of
our applying a prompt remedy to the increasing anarchy in
Egypt. He called our attention to the fact that Arabi pasha was in
communication with the Arabi sheikhe along the whole north
coast of Africa. that the fanatical hostility towards Europeans
was likely to spread and that no could foretell what likely to
spread, and that no one could foretell what might be the ultimate
consequences.

Count Corte incidentally called our attention to a fact with

which I had already become acquainted- namely, that the sultan
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considered that the privileges granted in the Egyptian Firman
were not accorded to the country, but to the family of mehemed
all, and that consequently, should that family ever become
extinct, Egypt would rcaquire the character of an ordinary vilayet

There then ensued a desultory conversations of no
importance. Which fount corti interrupted by reminding the
conference of the extreme gravity of the situation, and the
necessity of addressing ourselves seriously to the task imposed
upon us.

Baron Calices observed that though there could be no dout
that the matters were in a bad state in Egypt, the situation was
apt to change from day to day. Even admitting that Turkish
intervention was the best remedy ought it to be applied now?
Might it not endanger the lives of the large concourse of
European still remaining in the country?

In reply to thus observation, which baron calice developed
with much earnestness, I remarjed that suppose we did nothing
isolated massacres such as had taken place at Benha would
probably continue in different parts of Egypt, The present
condition of affairs renderd it necessary that the risk should be
run.

M. de Noailles supported this voew. as did also coun corti
and M, onou the former reminding us that our man date was to

act and not to wait upon events, and M. onou stating what is

perfectly true. That when the Turkish forces under fuad pasha.

Started foe Syria
exactly the same apprehensions were entertained for the safety of
the thousands of Christians who were at the mercy of the
fanatical arabs at Damascus and elsewhere but that
notwithstanding the threate of these latter to cut the throats of
their victino should a French or Turkish soldier appear upon the
sep no human being was injured.

Ever member of the conference being thus apparently
agreed upon the urgency of the case, I sutmitted a formal
proposal to the following effect, namely, that the sultan should
be invited to send to Egypt , under certain conditions, a corps
d,armee of sufficitent strength to dominate the situation and to
suppress the military faction which had usurped the supreme
power.

My Italian Austrian and German colleagues stated that they
must refer to their government, for instructions M.cnou said that
he was authorized to discuss any proposition that could he
pronounce a definite opinion without asking for instructions.

The French ambassador said he was ready to discuss the
proposition a priori- Baron calice again insisted on the dangers to
which the European and Christian resident in Egypt might be
exposed by a threat of intervention M. de Ilirschfield suggested
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the propriety of seeking for information upon this point at the
hands of our consular agents in Egypt.

To this M. Noailles objected that such a reference would be
tantamount to transferring the responsibillty from ourselves to a
consular conference in Egypt, which might lead to
inconvenience.

i observed that it was a point which regarded our
governments rather than it was the conference we were not in
Immediate communication with our consuls in Egypt whereas
the government were in dily and hourly correspondence with
them and could judge for than we of the risk which might be
incurred.

The meeting broke up upon the understanding that at our
next reunion we should discuss academically the conditioner of
turkey in Egypt.

on the whole the proceedings as above recorded may be
considered satisfactory Every one has consented to join in
elaborating the beas way of carrying into eftect the proposition I
have submitted, and no one has as yet made an alternative
suggestion.

The fourth meeting of the conference was held last night.
The proceedings commeneed by my communicating to my
colleagues' Mr. Cartwright's telegrams of the 28th and 29th
instant 1n one of which a atriking decription is given of the
increasing panic in Egypt, and the financial and commercial and
the financial and commercial collapse and ruin which it will
occasion.

Count Corti the insisted again in forcible terms upon the
anarchic state of Egypt. and the necessity for a remedy, under
theses circumstances he auggested that we should proceed with

the discussion of the British ambassador proposition.
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Baron Calico said that, having discharged his duty in
calling at our last meting the attention of his colleagues to the
possible danger to the christian and Europcan residents

Which might be occasioned by an intervention, he was
quite ready to discuss the proposition of the british ambassador,
information of the real state of afrairs in Egypt.

M. onou having alluded to this proposition as a proposition
of the two government. M.de Noailles demurred to the
expression, and observed that it must not be so regarded, it was
the proposition of the English Ambassador.

M. de Eirechfelldt spoke pretty much in the same terms as
had Bron Caliee. Being somewhat disastisfied with the attitude
assumed by a great number of my colleagues, I observed that if a
newspaper correspond, had assisted at our deliberations he
would certainly have reported that were desirous of renouncing
the task imposed upon us by our Governments.

M. de Noailles went on to say the part of the business now
before us divided itself into three hsads:-

1) The consideration of the conditions which would attach to
the Turkish intervention"
2) The definition of the ends to which that intervention was

to be directed.
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3) The consideration of the sanction.

By sanction I understood him to mean the measures to be
held in reserve if the Turkish government refused to auiesce in
our invitation to send troops, His excellency then proceeded with
remarkable perspicuity of language, the conditions, which, in his
opinion, out to be attached to enumerate to the intervention of
turkey. They were as follows:

1) That a military force should be sent by Turkey to) Egypt
on the formal demand of the great powers.

2) That distinct assurances would be given by the sultan that
he would address his efforts to the restoration of the status
quo.

3) That no interference should be admitted with the existing
fireman's and privileges of Egypt.

4) That the period of the occupation should have no fixd
limit.

5) That during its continuance there shouid be no "ingerence
on the part of the porte in the internal affaire of Egypt.

6) That the situation of the kedive of the kediveship should

remain intact and unaffected in its rights and dignity.
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M.De noailles further suggeeted that it would be neceaaary
to arrive at some concluaion as to who was to commend the
Turkish troops.

In concluding the French ambassador obasrved that
although the foregoing were some of the condition by which the
expedition of a Turkish corps d'armee to Egypt ought to be
reatricted there were several others which might be mentioned.
and he then expntiated in very foroible terms on the difficulty of
enforoing anyone of them and especially of securing the ultimate
evacuation of the province by the Turkish troops.

Count corti obasrved in reference to the first of M. de
noailles, conditiona-namely the one having regard to the
"demand” that we must take into seeount the extreme difficulty
of the sultan's position and that we were bound also to consult
his dignity and to treat him with the "management" and
consideration which were his due. Under these circumstances.
He vere much feard that his majesty would not consent to move
on the "demand” of the great powers as it would at once give
him the apperace of being a mere instreument used by the
suropean governments to chastise for their benefit the musulman

populations.
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M. de Noailles strongly insisted upon the necessity of our
emphasizing our "demand" it was our one sccurity against Egypt
being treated for all time as an ordinary Turkish province.

One of my colleagues said that he agreed with Count Corti,
especially as it was evident that if a Turkish expedition were sent
to Egypt 1t could only be with the consent of the buropean
powers, the fleets of england and France bl okaded "

Alexandria, and did they choose, they might intercept the

Turkish transports and prevent the landing of the suitan’s troops.

M. de Noailles replied that, as the conference has

aseembled, it would be out of the question for the English, and'

the French fleets to intervene in the manner he had indicated, and

that, therefore, such a contingency must be Ieft out of our

calculations;.

On this I observed that, although the eventuality could
scarcely be imagined yet if the sultan tried to smuggle his troops
clandestinely into Egypt without previous communication with
the powers, 1 conceived that one of those cases of "force
majeure," would have arisen contemplated, by the reserve

appended to count Corti's threatended or any other sudden or
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critieal change were to take place in the political situation which
might mence special interests.

M. Onou said that he did not consider the question of the
"demand" as of any great importance as the sultan could not stay
in Egypt except with the consent of the powers.

M. de Hirschfeldt expressed a strong and absolute opinion

that the sultan would not accept a mandate.

Count Corti again insisted upon the advisability of allowing
the Sultan tu to take that initiative. Upon tlhis 1 said. that the
French ambassador view was correct in theory, but Count corti's
was the most opportune in parcties, the problem was to
reconciles that two. It would certainly be cut of the question to
establish a precedent for the sultan to occupy Egypt with a
military force without the previous assent of the powers on the
other hand, our object was to get him to go.

It would not, therefore be wise to couch our invitation on
sich terms as would peoweke a refusal. moreover it was not cur
eloquence that would be likely to set him in motion but if
through, the menace of our existence as a conference, and by
other diplomatic pressure, he could bec induced himself to
communicate to us a propcsal that Turkish troops should be sent

to Fgypt for certain specified purposes, and under certain
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conditions, it appeared to me that our object would be equally
well attained. we could take act of the announcement by
signifying our formal acquiscenee, and the arrangement would
assume as much the chrecter of a compact or agreement as
though the initial. invitation had come from us. If, when you are
on the point of requiring somebody to do something hs
anticipates you by propesing to do it of his own accord it would
be very unwise not to shake hands over the bargain.

This view of the the case a appearing to meet with the
assent of the great majority of my colleagues I proposed that the
question of the "demand" should be postponed for the present
and that we should proceed to the examination of the other
conditions enumerated by the marquis de noailles. All of these
were accepted in princlple, but a discussion arose as to how, with
the sultan in military possession of he country.

Some of the conditions —such. For inetanco. as that there
should be no interference with the internal affairs of Egypt or
that the suprmacy of the kedive should be left intact-oculd be
secured.

The Austrian ambassador obarvad that there must
necessarily intervenes a ftransition period of confused and

uncertain jurisdiction.
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I suggested that until the army was reorganized and the
leaders of the Military faction dispersed the local government
must of courses be more or less under the influence of the
Turkish military sutherities in command but that at all events
there was a way of saving appearance namely by the khedive the
moment the Turkish foroces set him frec and enabled him to
constitute a new ministry nominating some person who like
Dervish pasha enjoys the confidence of the sultan to the post of
minister of war in this way the commander-in- ehief of the
Turkish army who it was to be hoped might be Mukhter Pasha
would be brought nominally under the kedive's order the
formation of a normal Ministry would carry with it the re-entry
into the counsels of the controllers and in this way the whold
machinery of a regular government might be re-established in
twelve hours and the anomalous relations of the Turkish
commander-in-chief with the khedive would be regularized in
accordance with accepted constitutional forms the foregoing was
however I said a mere personal ides of my own.

Before the mecting separatéd, I intinated that 1t was the
intention of her majesty’s overnment to lemand reparation at a
fitting, moment for the loss of life and injurty to property

auatained by our subjects during the riots at Alexandria.
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I am afraid I cannot consider the proceedings recorded in
the above dispatch as very satisfactory. It is quite evident that
neither my German, auatrian of Russian colleague has received
any definits instructions and that M, de Noailles is more
impressed with the dangers attendant upon the dispatch of a
Turkish expeditionary force to Egypt than with the good results
which will flow it on the other hand it is but justice to my French
colleague to say that, although he does not associate himself with

my proposition, but he contributes powerfully towards the

discussion of it.

The fifth sitting of the conference on the affairs of Egypt
which took place yesterday was very satisfactory.

M. de Noailles signined his acquiscene in the principle of
Turkish intervention provided the conference could agree upon
the conditions by which it was to be regulated.

Those conditions should not be so feeble as to leave the
Turks masters of Egypt, non so obnoxious to the sultan as to
make it difficult for him to comply with the invitation of the

The austraian ambassador suggested that anything
approaching to a threat at this kind would have a bad effect.

M. de Hirachfeidt followed in the same sense.

I then observed that the question depended entirely upon
what might be the attiude of the sultan at the moment we were
about to addrecss him If we could assure ourselves that his
majesty was upon the point of yielding, we should naturally
exclude from our proposals everything that he would take in ill
part. If. on the eontrary, he persisted in abdicating his obligations
as sovereign my personal opinion to understand that ulterior
measures would be resorted to. I added that thos was an opinion
which I should submit to my government but I was not
authorized to enunciate it on their behalf.

Count corti expessed his concurrence in this view

M. de Noailles explained that thc word "Comminatore" had

been used for want of a bgtter. To s tate we should deal with
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Egypt ourselves was not a threat in the same sense as would be
the dispatch of a combined fleet to the Dardanelles. The framing
of the phrases would be a task of the utmost delicacy.

We then agreed, at the invitation of count corti, on the form
in which ou communication was to be addrecssed to the forte,
namely "In identie notes addressed to italy order of our
respective governments, and containing the resolution taken by
the powers in conference.

was likely to meet with general a cceptance.

M. onou announced that he was authorized to a dopt the

ptinciple of Turkish interevention of the other governments

agreed.
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M. de hirschfcldt still maintained his attitude of reserve,
and is evidently without instructions.

It was agreed that at our next meeting, which is fixed for
Wednesday, the 5" instant, M de noailles should compose a
formula of conditions, embodying as ncarly as he could the
general statement of the conference, and that he and I should
prepare a definition of the objects to be obtained by intervention.
There is now, therefore, every prospect of our communication to
the porte being ready by Wednesday night for submission to our

respective government.

"Convineed of the messily of applying a prompt remedy to
the troubled state of Egypt, and of restoring confidence, the
Great Bowers assembled in conference have decided to make an
appeal to the sovereignty of the sultan by inviting his Majesty to
intereve in Egypt and to assist the kedive by sending a sufficient
force to re-establish order, subdue te usurping faction, and put an
end to the anarchy which desolates that country, wich has caused
the effusion of blood, as well as the ruin and flight of thousands
of faimilies, both European and Musuleman, and which has
compromised national and foreign interests.

"While securing by their presence respect for the rights of
the Imperial, as will as the re-establishment of the authority of
the kedives the imperial forces will at the same time admit, in a
manner to be determined by common consent, the adoption of
desirable reform in the military organization of Egypt without
their intervention prejudicing such a prudent development of
Egyptian institutions as regards civil administration and judicial
matters as would not be inconsistent with the imperial firmans.

"In addressing themselves to his imperial majesty, the creat

power. of Europe are fully convinced that, during the state of
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ottoman troops in Egypt the normal status quo will be
maintained, and that there will be no interference with the
immunitics and privileges of Egypt, as guarantecd by the
preceeding Firmans, nor with the regular action of the
administration, nor with internal engagements and arrangements
resulting there from.

The stay of the imperial in Egypt, whose commanding
officers will act in concert with the khedive, will be limited to a
period of thrce months, unless the kedive should ask for a term
to be fixed by agreement with Turkey and the creat powers.

“The expenses of the occupation will be borne by Egypt
their amount will be determined by an agreement between the
powers, Turkey. and Egypt.

"[f, as the powers hope, the sultan acquicsces in the appeal
made to him by the Great powers, the applications of the articles
and Conditions enumerated above will form the object of a
subsequent agreement between the six powers and Turkey".

We are of opinion, if our governments approve, that the
communication should be made by the representatives in the
form of an official and identic note in the name of their
respective governments.

We insisted strongly on the obvious danger to
which not only the canal itself, but the ships which travers it
would be expoed at the hands of marauding Arab tribes and the
disaffected troops of Arabi, and we called upon the conference to
consider with us the means whereby it might be best protected.

None of our colleagues showed any inclination to dispute
the considerations we urged, but both baron calice and the
German charge d'affaires exhibited a marked unwillingness to
discuss our propositions.

The "ustrian mbassador observed that, inasmuch as the risk
to the canal constituted an obvious case of force majour. It would

be preferabic that England alonc, or france and England should
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in case of necessity deal with the matter on their own initiative,
without involving the conference in any responsibility in the
question of issuing a mandate to one or more specially
designated powers.

M. de Hirschfield followed in the same dense and declared
that he had no instructions authorizing him even to consider the
question.

Count corti said that he was in a position to discuss the
proposition of the the English and French ambassadord, but that
of course any conclusion arrived at must be reserved For the
final approbation of his government.

The Russian charge d"affaires also represcnted himself as
without instructions, in spite of my having acquainted him with
the substance of sir Edward Thornton's despatch repeated in
your hardship's of 18 th instant.

After a desultory and undisfactory conversation had
continued for some time, I observed that England and france
having shown their subject, and to profit by the counsels and
cooperation of the representatives of the othe governments, the
way in which our advances were met seemed to imply a desire
upon the part of those powers that we should go forward alons,
in fact, they were forcing upon us the responsibility of dealing by

ourselves with all an interim tingencies.
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The Austrian ambassador then asked mc whther, if the
Turks replied affirmatively to the note we had already
transmitted to be porte, I should consider myself still bound to
press the present proposition. I replied that the protection of the
suez canal, though connected with the general subject of the
pacification of Egypt, was a distinct question, and that, although
idid not like replying to inquirics based upon a hypothesis, I had
no hesitation in saying that, even under the circumstances’
mentioned by Baron calico, I should still urge the conference to
take the precaution suggested by the governments of france and
England, and to come to a special decision with reference to the
proteetion of the canal, if possible with the assent of Turkey.

When we came to draw up our identic telegram, it was
proposed to conclude it with a form of words implying a damand
for instructions on the part of those who had received none.
Naither M. de Hirschfeld nor the Austrian Ambassador would
agree to this.

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The president having reopened the discussion of the Italian
proposal relatives to the Suez Canal addrcssed the French
Ambassador and asked him whether he had rcccived instructions
authorizing him to accept the proposal.

The French Ambassador snswered that he was authorized to
accept if all the representatives of the powers taking part in the
conference had accepte, and begged the president to confirm that
the acceptances already given were maintained.

All the members of the conference having answered that
they adhered to their previous acceptance, the French
Ambassador declared that he also accepted, adding that France
reserved her entire liberty of appreciation as to the carrying out
of the measures in which she might be called to take part in

MY Lord,

The Four powers seem to me to have agreed to a formula
wich they would wish to insert into the protocol of the final
meeting of the conference before its adjournment which is
follows:

"That an amicable understanding exists between the
European Cabinets that no definitive settlement of the Egyptian
question is to take place except with the cooperation of all the
powers".

I should be glad to know whether, in case I find that my
colleagues are anxious for a declaration in this form to make it.
