Summary

‘Abd al-Qadir al-Maqrizi (766-845 A.H./1325-1441 A.D.) is a copy
of the manuscript written by the author (al-Magqrizi) himself and published by Al-Furqan as
a faxsimile copy in one volume.

This book is considered one of thc most important reference works on the history and
geography of Egypt. It provides a compressive overview on the history of Egypt, as well as
the establishment and development of Cairo from the time of the Islamic conquests of Egypt
to the fificenth century A.D. (ninth century A.H.). This book has been edited by Prof. Dr.
Ayman Fuad Sayyid and was published in six volumes by Al-Furgin Islamic Heritage
Foundation.
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Summary

The two books: Al-Mu‘alajat al-Bugratiyvah and Firdaws al-Hikmah are considered two of
the most renowned books in the Arabic language in the field of medicine.

The book is made up of ten chapters, cach featuring a central theme in medicine, illnesses of
the skin, head, face, skull, eyes, ears, nose, teeth, mouth, throat, glands, chest, lungs,
diaphragm, hecarn, stomach, ocsophagus and finally the spleen, and intestines.
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Summary

The book elucidates the pionecring role played by Muslim scholars in the specialist ficld of
ophthalmology. The book holds many topics on the subjects of sight, diagnosis, description
and treatment of many eye diseases and disorders.

The book also presents anatomical diagrams for dissecting the eye, the retinal nerve and the
brain. An appendix with lists of medicincs and formulac is also presented.

The book. authored by ibn al-Qaysi, was bascd on 73 books and 41 picces of work.
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Summary

This book deals with the topic of majaz (allegory) in the Qurdn. It was authored by Sultan
al-“‘Ulama’ al-'Iz bin ‘Abd al-Saldim. He looks at the two competing stances on the subject,
onc accepting its existence and the other not. The author examines the subject at great
length and sides with the view that accepts the existence of allegorical use in the Quran, a
position he then defends with vigor. He describes in the work the issuc of omission in the
Quran and tajawwiez (linguistic ties outside of the immediate context) with letters and
words in 48 sections.
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Summary

The important contribution this book brings is in it being set in a turbulent time for the citics
of al-Onds (Jerusalem) and al-Khalil (Hebron), during the period between 1663 A.D. (1075
A.H.)- 1714 A.D. (1126 A.H.). It details the changes that happened on the ground and their
effects on the Jerusalem Mosque of al-Masjid al-Aqsi@ (the Dome of the Rock), the
Abrahamic Mosque and the Prophets’ holy places (the Maqans) due to the confiscation of
the awgaf (trusts) associated with these locations.

The book also details the renovation work carricd out by the minister Rajab Pasha during
his time in office.
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Summary

The author. in this book highlights the importance of Arabic scientific heritage and the
critical importance of its historic documentation. He also emphasises the role played by
early scholars of mathematics in the development of Greek engincering, how it reached
them, and how they developed and propagated it.

The author shows the high degree of sophistication the Greek heritage underwent under
Islamic scholarship especially with al-TiisT and al-Khayydm, to the extent that no one was
able to add to their contributions in this field until the nincteenth century. The positive
effects of their contributions were manifest during what was termed the dark ages of
Europe.
